About the Club 
 

The club was formed in 2005 by a group of 
likeminded individuals and affiliated to the 
Amateur Motor Cycle Association, the 
National governing body for off road 
motorcycle sports. 
 
The ethos for the club was set to provide 
scrambles for riders of all abilities and ages 
to have fun in a safe and controlled 
manner. 
June 2006 saw the first event, a scramble catering for Classic (pre-
1965), Pre 1974 and Twinshock bikes.  
 
With the help of a very understanding farmer the event was a great 
success; in October that year the farmer allowed us back again for 
another super event. 
 
Since then, we have had two or three Classic & Twinshock Scrambles 
each year at several venues (some just outside of Dorset) in the locality 
with a wide variety of terrains.  Our events are now known nationally 
with riders travelling great distances to take part.
